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Environmental challenges fall
into three categories: local
(air pollution, water pollution,
hazardous waste...), regional
(acid rain...) and global
(climate crisis: global and
strategic conflict because
everything is affected).

We have to organize our
response appropriately: we need
a global worldwide mobilization
for renewable energy,
conservation, efficiency and a
global transition to a low carbon
economy. We can mobilize
resources and political will.
